When appropriate, we seek
professional advice. We may also discuss matters with HMRC.

4. Dealings with HMRC

We engage with HMRC in an open and cooperative manner. We and our advisors correspond with
HMRC on a regular basis, and meet with them as necessary to discuss our business and relevant tax
issues. We endeavour to resolve any issues through discussion and agreement.

5. Governance

The governance of our arrangements in relation to UK taxation is under the day to day management of
the Director of Accounting and Tax, reporting to the Chief Financial Officer. These arrangements are
approved and under the control of the Compliance Officer for Finance & Administration and the
Managing Partner, and overseen by the Management Committee of Proskauer Rose (UK) LLP.
